 BBYO Passport is proud to announce the return of the March of the Living – National Teen Delegation 

Scholarship for 2012. In keeping with our mission to share the experience of Israel with as many Jewish teens 

as possible, BBYO Passport will be offering need-based scholarships of up to $2,000. 

 

The scholarship is open to ALL Jewish teens who are already registered for 

BBYO’s March of the Living Delegation. Membership in BBYO is not required. 

Applications are due no later than December 12, 2011. Allocation decisions will 

be made by December 23, 2011. 

 

Although applicants are encouraged to seek additional sources of funding, 

preference will be shown to applicants who are not expecting to receive over 

50% funding from an outside Jewish agency. 

 

BBYO makes every effort to award financial aid when circumstances require it. BBYO staff reviews each 

application in confidence and makes award decisions based on the information you provide in this application.  

All families are strongly encouraged to check their local community agencies for scholarships in addition to 

those that may be provided by BBYO. Many organizations offer scholarships for Jewish educational and 

leadership experiences. These include JCCs, Federations, Synagogues and B’nai B’rith groups. The BBYO 

Passport office can provide you template letters to share with community agencies upon request.
